Budget: mid-range | Type: family | Interests: History, Food, Adventure, Culture, Photography

Cappadocia Family Travel Itinerary (6 Days, Mid-Budget)

This 6-day mid-budget family itinerary in Cappadocia is packed with fairy chimneys, underground cities,
and hot air balloon rides. It's designed to appeal to your interests in history, culture, adventure, food, and
photography. Stay in the center of Goreme for easy access (family cave hotels ~41,500-2,500 per night).
Use public buses or rent a car for transportation. Don’t forget to pack comfortable shoes, hats, water
bottles, and a child carrier backpack.

Day 1: Arrival and Goreme Exploration
¢ Upon morning arrival, visit the Géreme Open-Air Museum (perfect for history and frescoes, entrance
~4400 per family). Best time is 09:00-11:00 to avoid crowds.

e Have a picnic lunch in Pigeon Valley or try local pide at a nearby restaurant (stuffed mussels, testi
kebab ~£200 per family).

* In the evening, take a sunset walk in Pigeon Valley for photos. The trails are easy and suitable for
children.

Day 2: Hot Air Balloon Ride and Love Valley Adventure

* Wake up early for a magical hot air balloon tour at dawn (family package ~43,000 per person - book
in advance for unforgettable photo moments).

e Enjoy breakfast at your hotel buffet or a traditional pottery breakfast (~4150).

e In the afternoon, go trekking in Love Valley and take fairy chimney photos. Optional rope descent
tours available for adventure (~£500 per family).



Day 3: Underground Cities and Historical Depth

Explore Derinkuyu Underground City (rich in history and culture, entrance ~£300 per family). It’s cool
inside and feels like a fairy tale for kids.

Have lunch in Avanos at a pottery-themed restaurant - try manti (Turkish dumplings) and stuffed
grape leaves (~250).

In the evening, visit an ostrich farm in Urgup for family fun and great photos.

Day 4: lhlara Valley and Food Culture

Take a 4 km family-friendly walk in lhlara Valley (nature, frescoes, and photography; entrance
~%200). Go early in the morning when it's cooler by the river.

Prepare a picnic with local cheese, olives, and sucuk (~%100).

On the way back, tour traditional Cappadocian houses in Guzelyurt and enjoy a classic testi kebab
dinner.

Day 5: ATV Adventure and Cultural Workshops

Start the day with an ATV tour in Pasabag Valley (adventure and stunning views, ~41,500 for a 2-hour
family tour). Helmets and safety measures provided.

After lunch, join a pottery workshop in Avanos (cultural and hands-on fun for kids, ~4300 per family).
End the day with sunset photos and panoramic views from Uchisar Castle.

Day 6: Free Exploration and Departure

Morning visit to the hot air balloon museum or a flexible photography tour (depending on your budget
and energy).

Have lunch and do some last-minute shopping at the local market (spices, ceramics, and souvenirs
~%300).

Relax with a spa session at your hotel or a short valley walk before departure. Airport shuttle takes
about 1 hour.
